TASK FIVE: SOCIal Dimensions
Fair Trade: The Fair Trade system incorporates the principle of 'cost internalization' – this means the price paid by the consumer includes the cost of social rights and environmental protection. There are a number of common principles that guide fair trade. The producers must be democratically organized so they are able to exercise control. They have the right to organize and negotiate through free trade unions. There should be no child labour and there must be decent working conditions. The farming should be environmentally sustainable, for example producing organic bananas or coffee without pesticides so that it will not kill birds. There should be a minimum price guarantee regardless of world commodity prices

and a relationship of mutual cooperation where there is a long term commitment to support fair trade.
